Note: Whilst Super Saloons and Hot Rods will race toge#gain in 2008, they will retain their separatn§iruction Rules.
1. Body.

Any make of body may be used no more than 14 féstites ( 4420 mm) length, 5 feet 6 inches (1677mid)h (Ford Focus
size).

The minimum weight when the car is ready to radgthout the driver, must be 700kg. If ballast iedsit must be positioned in
the passenger side footwell, and must be weldgthire — not bolted.

All cars must have a driver's door that opens. @éieh must be clearly marked on the door panel.
The front bulkhead must remain but if cut it mustgdtated.

Driver’s floor must be solid with no holes.

Modified wheel arches and body kits may be fitted.

A strut brace may be fitted. NO SPACE FRAMES OR MB®UR ARE ALLOWED.

You must make two lifting points available, at btttk front and rear of your car, to assist reménaah the track should it become
necessary. The Raceway will use straps attachte: tBaceway Recovery truck for this purpose.

Fibreglass winged cars may have a 1" square frarsagport the front panel and radiator, but musgoegpast the suspension top
or halfway down the inner wing panel.

Front and rear bumpers must be as manufacturaddobody shell and mounted on it's original mong§. Plastic bumpers may
be bolted. Steel bumpers must not be welded oheré/possible, plastic bumpers must be uNednetal reinforcement is
permitted to the outer surface of the bumper.

No glass is allowed in cars except that a frontaemay be used. This must be made of either &etrglass or Lexan safety
glass only, and must have secondary fixings fagtgakasons. Where a screen is fitted a wash/syigiem must be fitted and in
working order at all times. These will be tested.

Front Bulkhead and Scuttle Panel

The front bulkhead must be of metal constructioith wo holes or vents cut into it. The front saiftanel behind and in front of
the windscreen aperture may be made of metal,dgidss or Kevlar, but no holes or vents are alloimdtiis panel. If holes or
vents have been cut into the bulkhead or scuttelpghey must be plated — no gaffer tape allowed.

Bonnet

The bonnet may be made of metal, fibreglass ordteahd, if standard, the original manufacturersaints may be left un-plated.
You are allowed to fit air intakes for the carbtwet. An air vent is allowed at the front of thenbet, above the radiator, and you
must have one hole, adjacent to the carburettorshé use of a fire extinguisher if needed. Theust be no holes or vents cut
into the back of the bonnet facing the windscrgeertare.

2. Roll Cage.

A minimum steel four post roll cage must be fittéthe material must be minimum 35mm round tubeGini box with a
minimum wall thicknessf 3mm. Each leg must have a minimum 4”, maximuirsduare steel plate fitted, MINIMUM 5mm
thick, which must be bolted or welded to the floéit least one internal drivers door protector mhesfitted. Material to be same
as roll bar requirement. If the roof panel is abinetal construction, a diagonal steel bar orlsterss bar must be fitted above the
driver's head.

3. Exhaust.

The exhaust system is free but must be suitatdypsid to the satisfaction of the Scrutineer/Stewamly exhaust system passing
through the driver’s cockpit must be fully covetada metal shield.
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4. Petrol Tank.

The original fuel tank must be removed and replagith a fuel tank with a fuel outlet at the toptbé tank, with a secure screw-
on metal cap, with breather pipe, which must teatgrbelow the tank to be fitted, to a maximum céapad 3 gallons. The tank
must be covered by a suitable metal bulkhead.

It MUST be fitted in the rear passenger seat welt,behind the driver, and must be securely batigtie floor/roll cage, and
away from the battery.

In case of fuel spillage inside certain cars wheefuelling, drain holes must be present in therflmad/or rear seat area (dependant
on location of tank) to prevent fuel pooling. Minim hole size %2 inch. This would not be considereckssary with a space
framed car.

Only standard pump fuel up to and including 10@npetrating is permitted (Unleaded — 4 star — LRB)Av Gas (Aviation Fuel).
No special mixes or Methanol Blends, Nitrous Oxidédctane Boosters are permitted.

5. Petrol Line.

All petrol lines must be metal with an on/off tagiefd within easy reach of the driver when belted A maximum of 6” of rubber
hose can be used for connecting. All rubber hosest be clipped. Where possible the petrol linstrbe mounted down one side
of the body and the wiring down the other. If ttoedy must be at least 12" apart.

6. _Battery.

All batteries must be mounted well away from thizel, and must be bolted down and covered witht @raof material to prevent
acid leakage.

7. Battery Cut-off Switch.

An electrical cut off switch must be fitted to trear nearside corner of the car and be suitablkadaon/off. It must be wired to
the earth side of the battery.

8. Throttle Springs.

Two throttle springs are recommended.

9. Brakes.

All four brakes must be in working order. No AB®&tems or similar permitted. No traction contqpdsmitted. Twin brake
lights must be fitted in the rear window apertund anust be mounted half way up or at the top ofgherture. They must not be
mounted on the parcel shelf. Lights will be tested

10. Radiator.

Whilst radiators are free, they MUST be fittedhie £ngine bay.

11. Suspension.

Suspension may be modified, but space frames ARE NKQ_OWED.

12. Mirror.

An interior mirror must be fitted, at least 5” sga@r bigger.
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13. Fire Extinguisher.

A fire extinguisher is highly recommended. If fitethis should be securely mounted (not taped)imitasy reach of the driver.
Specification of extinguisher is minimum 1Kg (2.&)keither dry powder or CO2 gas, fitted with a sigduge. Old type BCF
(green) fire extinguishers are not allow#ds a requirement that all transporters must carry a fully operational 5kg dry
powder gauge fire extinguisher, and this must be gacent to the car when refuelling is taking place.

14. Wheel and Tyres.

There is no restriction on wheels or tyres, buytimust be covered by the arches. No wheels goeotoude.

15. Helmets and Safety Equipment.

Helmets must be of a minimum standard as direcyatido British Oval Racing Safety executive (B.O.[R.$ These are
BS6658/85 Type A, BS6658/85 Type A/FR, FIA 8860-208nell SA2000, Snell SA2005FI Foundation 31.1, SFI Foundation
31.2. The E2205 European standard helmet maydze uBhey should be made of Fibreglass or Kevlén WO Thermoplastic or
Polycarbonate helmets allowedl helmets must fit correctly.

Tinted visors are not allowed.

Neck braces are recommended.

Fireproof Balaclavas are MANDATORaNnd must be marked appropriately.

Fireproof gloves are MANDATORY and must be markegrapriately.

Protective goggles or visors must be worn at mles during racing and practice.

Drivers must wear fire retardant race overalls,imimm Proban requirement. On wet meetings watefpnoay be worn as over
garments.

A cloth “quick release” window net must be fittedthe driver’s door; the netting should have holedarger than 7.5cm or 3"
wide.

Suitable padding shall be applied to the steerolgnan, and any vulnerable places around the dsvezad area. Sharp areas on
the driver’s inner door shall be suitably paddesbal

Mechanics must wear bright coloured racing typealleand must remain in a clean and tidy conditidren in view of the
public.

16. Safety Harness.

A 5 point safety harness must be fitted and mustrisdored on at least four separate anchor poititsimum width of harness
straps is 3" (75mm). Width of crutch straps mustbeimum 1 %" maximum’2 (No homemade harnesses are allowed).

It is recommended that the shoulder straps be aedttio the roll cage, NOT the original rear sedit p@ints to prevent the straps
becoming loose in the event of a rear end collision

It is recommended that safety belts comprisingepisate shoulder, lap and sub-straps be fitted.
The sub-strap must pass through the seat base and be adatearward of the leading edge of the seat base.
The sub-strap must be used at all times and &k pamst connect to the quick release buckle.

In the case of the NASCAR Lever Latch buckles ddsisable to fit a secondary means of detentatept overall sleeves
accidentally unhooking buckles during racing.

A small section of tube grip elasticated bandagkaler the hook buckles serves the purpose.

Shoulder pads are strongly recommended.
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16. Safety Harness contd.

Following recent research made by leading safetydtss manufacturers, new information has been meaitable with regard to
the best way to fit your safety harness, which fuitther ensure your safety. Please study therdiag at the end of the Hot Rod
/Super Saloon rules to ensure your safety harsd#ised correctly.

17. Seat and Seat Mounting.

The driver’s seat must be of the bucket type, widbquate side support and headrest. It must litysmlounted either by
welding or bolting, and if bolted the plates mustfitted to the underside and be at least 6” squahe driver's seat must be
braced at shoulder height to the roll cage. Adjoist seats may be used only if fixed solidly inipos.

18. Numbers.

A roof fin may be fitted at least 12" high with nbers painted thereon in a contrasting colour tdoiekground. They must be
clear enough to be read from Race Control by thestarers.

Alternatively the racing number may be paintedtonftat of the roof — minimum height of 16” higl2X wide brush strokes.

Numbers must be on both front doors, dimensionsdionbers as above, and the drivers name shouldappehe car so that it is
visible to spectators e.g. a sun visor could bateeor it could be painted on the roof line.

Thepoint's champion has the option to race under Nautimust paint the car roof SILVER, or a Silverifgt if other
championship wins are represented.

19. Engine.

Any engine up to 2 litre may be used but it musbbthe same manufacture as the body shell. Eagiraybe modified. No twin
cams, forced induction, turbos 16 valve or injettmgines allowed. No dry sumps, but carburetioesfree.YOU SHOULD
ALSO REFER TO THE CARBURETTOR SECTION OF THE HOT B®RULES, REGARDING THE USE OBPECIFIED
MOTOR BIKE CARBURETTORS, WHICH MAY ALSO BE USED FOBRUPER SALOONSRear enginedars NOT

ALLOWED. NO FUEL INJECTION

Catch Tank An oil catch tank, with a minimum capacity of frdi must be fitted in the engine bay. The tanktrhase a
minimum of two breather pipes connected to it: tmthe rocker cover and one to the crankcase.

20. General.

All races will be clutch starts unless you are toflderwise, preceded by two warm up laps.

Helmets and overalls must be worn before you go té track to race or practice. Super Saloona &®N CONTACT sport.
Any pushing or leaning on other cars to gain plag#igesult in the drivers being docked placegaid to load up for the day. A
ban may be imposed at the discretion of the Dis@py Committee.

When overtaking a vehicle on the same lap, it isryesponsibility as a driver to ensure the whdlgowr car is completely past
the other vehicle before you take the racing lids not the responsibility of the driver alreaaly the racing line to brake and let
you in. Such offences will be penalised.

If your car fails scrutineering, then it is up hetSteward if he will allow you to race or not.

If you receive two black flags in one race meetjng will be penalised or banned for a term to badkd by the Board of
Control.

It is your responsibility to keep your car cleam aidy and well painted.
21. Gearbox

A standard production 4 or 5 speed gearbox or a Tnas X gearbox may be used. No sequential or quick tia change
gearboxes are permitted. No electronic controlledhift allowed.
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22 Engine Sealing.

Your race engine may require sealing at a meetifrggines must therefore be pre-drilled to acceptihie seals in the following
places:

Above spark plug number one drill a 3mm hole thiotlge camshaft cover and the head and one onhike sitle so the cover can
be fixed to the head.

If an engine has to be stripped the owner will Sleed to remove the head at a race meeting withithidRod driver’s
Representative and Technical Scrutineer preselttchacks will be carried out by the Technical Sitreer.

There will be no reimbursement to the owner byRhemotion for the gaskets or materials used.

23. Transponders

Transponders are MANDATORY and should be workingletimes. They should be fitted 1.8 metres baokifthe front most
position of the car. A hole of at least 6” (150nimjequired in the floor, with the transponderefittvertically, just below the hole.
In the event of a dispute with the transponderltethe Steward of the meeting will make the fidatision. Any driver found to
have fitted the transponder further forward thanrgquired 1.8 metres will be excluded from the tmgeCars without a
transponder will not be lapscored.
